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FROM HALôS DESK 

 
 
Election Fever 
 

Last evening, I had the privilege of sitting in 
the studios of KRFC radio as a guest on Rich 
Thompsonõs òInterfaith Dialogueó radio show, 
along with David Reid, editor of Vital Theology 
magazine. (Plymouthõs own Phil Moeckli was our 
sound engineer, and my son, Chris, was our studio 
audience!) Rich invited David and me to discuss the 
intersection of politics and religion in the current 
election cycle, which has been interesting, to say the 
least. 

 
I did a little homework in preparing for the 

show, and one of the things I noticed is that in 
among our Congregationalist predecessors, politics 
and religion were seldom far removed from one 
another. During the war with Mexico (1846-48), the 
minister of First Congregational Church in Guilford, 
Connecticut wrote, òIf the government turn aside 
from righteousness, it is not want of patriotism to 
refuse to follow.ó  

 
And it was not unusual for a Congregational 

minister to deliver an election-day sermon, complete 
with advice on how to vote. In Connecticut, where 
Congregational/UCC clergy have met as the 
òGeneral Associationó since 1738, the tacit selection 
of Connecticutõs governor formerly happened in this 
(non)smoke-filled room. 

 
And it was (male) members of First Church 

in Windsor, First Church in Hartford, and First 
Church in Wethersfield who drew up and ratified 
The Fundamental Orders of Connecticut, claimed 
by some to be the first written constitution. So, the 
wall of separation between church and state has not 
been so solid as many assume. 

 
We may think that it appropriate to divorce 

politics from religion, as we recoil from Jerry 
Falwellõs Moral Majority and James Dobsonõs Focus 
on the Family. And while I promise not to deliver an 
election-day sermon, nor will I endorse any 
candidates (which the IRS expressly forbids, so long 
as we want to keep our tax-exempt status), I will 
encourage you to bring your faith into the voting 
booth. 

 
 
 
 
One of the things that has been most 

disturbing to me in the election is the distorted 
view that Mr. Obama is a Muslim (which, of course, 
he is not). And in the view of some simple minds, 
Muslim = Terrorist. This is a claim we must refute.  

 
One of the most eloquent disclaimers was 

offered by former Secretary of State Powell, who 
described seeing a picture of a mother in Arlington 
Cemetery with her head on the headstone of her 
sonõs grave. Atop the stone was not a cross or the 
star of David, but the crescent and star of the 
Islamic faith. Powell also said, òIs there something 
wrong with being a Muslim in this country? The 
answerõs no, thatõs not America. Is there something 
wrong with some seven-year-old Muslim-American 
kid believing that he or she could be president? Yet 
I have heard senior members of my own party drop 
the suggestion, ôHeõs a Muslim, and he might be 
associated with terrorists.õ This is not the way we 
should be doing it in America.ó 

 
It will do us good to remember that òGod 

is not a Republican or a Democrat,ó as suggested 
by Sojourners magazine. We may not have all the 
answers to the political questions of the day, but we 
do have opinions that are and ought to be informed 
by our faith in God, whom we know through Jesus. 

 
So, get out there and vote, and donõt leave 

your faith behind.

 The Church Council recently approved 
selling our five lots in Roselawn Cemetery on E. 
Mulberry Street and to use the revenue for the 
development of our churchõs Memorial Garden. 
 The Memorial Garden offer members a 
new venue to memorialize cremains. Recognizing 
that some members might still prefer casket burial, 
the Memorial Garden Committee is now offering 
the Roselawn lots for sale to Plymouth members 
and friends. 
 The five lots are located together and can 
be purchased as a group or individually. The 
Memorial Garden Committee discounted price is 
$1050 per lot. This is lower than current city rates 
for the lots. The savings may be even greater 
because the city is expected to increase its prices in 
January 2009.

HEALTH MINISTRY  
Teens and Resilience 

 
 News Flash! Contrary to popular opinion 
(TV, advertising, well-meaning adults looking back 
through rose-colored lenses), being a teen is not 
always òall good.ó 
 
 Like anyone else, life for teens has ups and 
downs ð and those downs can be stressful. And, 
like people in other age groups, some teens seem to 
have a knack for weathering and bouncing back 
from the down times. How do they do it? They 
probably have something called resilience ð a set 
of skills that help them cope when times are tough. 
The good news is that anyone can learn and use 
resilience skills.  
 
 Here are a few tips for developing (or 
improving) resilience: 
   

* Keep in touch ð talk with your friends, parents, or 
trusted adults 
  

* Take care of yourself ð give yourself some extra 
TLC and be sure to get enough sleep, exercise, and 
healthy nutrition 
   

* Have a safe haven ð your room, the library, a 
good book, your favorite tree, etc. 
   

* Know your outlets and means of expression ð 
music, sports, art, or other talents and skills 
   

* Keep your eyes on the prize ð have a plan for 
reaching a positive future; and remember, you donõt 
have to know the whole road ahead, just the next 
few steps 
   

* Look at what you can (and canõt) control ð focus 
on taking charge of things that are within your 
control (like sleeping, eating, and making healthy 
choices) 
   

* Play to your strengths ð what helped you get 
through difficult times in the past? Some of those 
same skills may be able to help again. Remember, 
too, that tough times arenõt forever.

JUSTICE  TABLE  ANYWAY??? 
 
 Most Sundays after both worship services 
the Peace With Justice Ministry Team has a table in 
Fellowship Hall with various kinds of 
information. The Team sees as part of its call the 
sharing of information about actions and activities 
having to do with peace and justice, broadly 
interpreted. We don't want to take up a lot of space 
in the worship bulletins, and the Placard's monthly 
schedule isn't meant for up-to-date news. So we 
thought having a table of information would be 
useful.

 Examples of the kinds of things you may 
find at the Peace With Justice Table are: 
    

* Action Alerts from the UCC's Justice and Peace 
Action Network (JPANet). A recent one has to do 
with California's Proposition 8, which would block 
marriage rights for same-sex couples. Another was 
a petition to the next U.S. President to end U.S.-
sponsored torture. You can sign up to get Action 
Alerts and other information by going to 
www.ucc.org/justice; on left, scroll to "Join the 
Network," and click. 
     

* JPANet's monthly newsletter, summarizing what 
the UCC has been doing on a variety of issues. 
Some examples of their work are Immigration 
Reform, world trade policies, and achieving the 
Millennium Development Goals.  
 
 The Table also has information about  local 
peace/justice events. Examples: 
   

* The "Open Forum" series on Sundays at 7:00 
p.m. in Loveland, sponsored by the Namaqua 
Unitarian Universalist Church.

I had my Placard article mostly written when I had an 
experience that supplanted my other topic.  Let me explain. 
 
 I left church last night, a Thursday, around 
8:30 with a cranky Kai in tow.  A bit tired and 
cranky myself after my first week back full time, I 
stopped for gas at the local Western.  As I pulled 
into the gas station at a safe speed, a sports car 
ripped around me from behind to secure the only 
open pump.  A twenty-something man then 
cockily gestured with his hands in response to my 
not-so-pleasant expression at his line cutting.  I 
decided I ought to bite my tongue when I did get 
to an open pump, but internally I seethed.  
Seriously, has humanity really come to this?  
Nonstop negativity in the media as people seek to 
tear each other to pieces in their clawing for 
positions of power, unfettered greed that has 
rocked the entire worldõs economy, all the way to 
petty selfishness willing to endanger anyone 
walking through a parking lot just so one can be 
first to a gas pump?  Is this who we have chosen 
to become? 
 
 I pondered these questions as I drove 
home.  What world have I brought my son into?  
Can we (Mike, myself, the faith community) teach 
him and empower him to choose love and service 
more often than not?  The negativity, greed, and 
selfishness are such powerful, pervasive forcesñ
they seem to be prevailing at present.  Where is the 
Love of 1 Corinthians 13 in a nation that claims to 
be predominantly Christian? 
 
 I hadnõt found any answers by the time I 
pulled into our driveway around 9:45.  And then 
my phone rang.  A man asked me whether I was 
Julie Mavity Maddalena. Yes.  Then he asked 
whether Iõd lost my wallet.  Um, let me 
checké.yes! He said heõd been driving along 
Horsetooth and Shields and noticed through his 
headlights a wallet in the road as he turned the 
corner.  Apparently, in my irritated state, Iõd left it 
on the roof of my car after getting gas. 
 
 The man had picked up the wallet, gone 
back to his workplace, found an Estes Park phone 
book, and called the Maddalenaõs in the phone 
book until he got my mother-in-law, who gave him  
 

my cell number.  He said heõd lost his cell phone a 
couple of weeks ago and was so relieved when 
someone returned it that heõd wanted to return the 
favor. 
 
 They make movies and country and western 
songs about chain reaction kindness like this, but I 
was still bowled over by this manõs integrity and 
effort.  In response to my sputtered thanks, he said 
he hoped someone would do the same for him if his 
wallet was lost. 
 
 After hanging up, I sat, still shocked, in my 
car.  I slowly got out and opened the back door to 
peer in at my now-sleeping baby boy.  Maybe, just 
maybe, there is hope that Love will prevail after all. 
 
 May we choose kindness, consideration, and 
compassion when they are not popular, convenient, 
or easy.
