Just today (May 18, 2004 the UCC Jus-
tice and PeaceAction Network sent an
alert abou “military authorization kil s
that would provide $422 hlli onin spend-
ing through the Department of Defense
and the Department of Energy -- a$21
billi onincrease over the aurrent fiscd
yea. There aetwo highly questionable
spending areas that are afocus of concern
as the Senate and pasbly the House
soontake up cebate: new small nuclea
wegpors and anti-balli stic missles.” For
detailsgo to
www.ucdakeadion.ag/adion.

The Plymouth Peace& Justice Ministry
will host two forums in June to investi-
gate the aiticd isaues of ongoing nuclea
proliferation and usage of depleted ura-
nium in the Irag war. On June 20 and
June 27, we will view segments of a
videotaped talk givenin 2002 ly Dr. He-
len Caldicott, foll owed by discusson.

Dr. Helen Caldicott, who recently spoke
in Fort Calli ns, is the Foundng President
of Physicians for Social Resporsibility
(PR). PR was the w-winner of the
1985Nobel PeacePrize. An Australian-
born pediatrician, Dr. Caldicott also
founded Women's Actionfor Nuclea

Disarmament (WAND), and isthe aithor
of numerous books exploring nuclea and
environmental issues, the most recent of
which is entitled The New Nuclear Dan-
ger: George W. Bush's Milit ary-
Indwstrial Complex In 2003she helped
establi sh the Nuclea Policy Reseach In-
stitute (NPRI -- www.nucleapalicy.org)
to educae the American pubic through
the massmedia @ou the greaest single
thred to ou courtry's -- and indeed the
world's -- puldic hedth, namely the pro-
foundmedicd, environmental, pditi cd
and moral consequences of perpetuating
nuclea wegpors, pover and waste.

Our discussonwill focus onthe fads
that Dr. Caldicott presents, and on ou re-
sporse & Christians, as Americans, as
world citi zens.
