They Died In The Service?  
One Sunday morning, the pastor noticed little 
Johnny was staring up at the large plaque that 
hung in the foyer of the church. The seven-year-
old had been staring at the plaque for some time, 
so the pastor walked up, stood beside the boy, 
and said quietly, "Good morning son."  
"Good morning pastor" replied the young man, 
focused on the plaque.  
"Sir, what is this?" Johnny asked.  
"Well son, these are all the people who have 
died in the service," replied the pastor. Soberly, 
they stood together, staring at the large plaque.  
Little Johnny's voice barely broke the silence 
when he asked quietly, "Which one sir, the 9:15 
or the 10:45 service?"  
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A NEW LAW GIVES A BETTER TAX BREAK FOR CHARITABLE 
GIVING  
 
If you’ll be 70½ before the end of 2007 and you have a traditional or Roth IRA, you may be 
able to exclude from your gross taxable income IRA distributions that are directly donated to 
charities. 
 
The Pension Protection Act of 2006 allows you to exclude up to $100,000 per person per 
year in giving to qualifying charities.  To take advantage of this tax break, you must do the 
following: 

�  The distribution must be made directly from the IRA to the charity. 
�  The charity must give you a gift receipt (a “contemporaneous written 

acknowledgement of the gift”) for your records. 
�  The charity should be informed of the gift so it knows why the IRA is making the 

distribution.   
 
Keep in mind that since this charitable distribution will not be included in taxable income, you 
cannot claim a tax deduction for the charitable contribution.   
 
The 2006 law is a change from the old law, which required taxes to be paid on the full IRA 
distribution, but allowed the donor to take a tax deduction for the contribution. 
 
The especially good news is that because qualifying charitable distributions from IRAs will 
eliminate the need for donors to claim an income tax charitable deduction, even people who 
don’t itemize their tax returns will enjoy the equivalent of a charitable deduction.  Also, 
people who have reached the 50% of Adjusted Gross Income limitation can give more 
because the qualifying charitable distributions operate independently of the percentage 
limitation rules.  Therefore, they don't affect other gifts to which the limitations apply.   
 
If you’re interested in taking advantage of this new tax law, be sure to talk to your accountant 
about how to claim this exclusion from gross income on your income tax returns.  The IRS 
has not yet made this procedure clear.  
 
 
Capital Campaign donations are on track  
Only five months into the giving period, members have donated $368,000 to the renovation 
and new construction projects for the church.  Based on pledges, this total will grow to 
almost $700,000 by the end of 2006.  We must achieve this total to secure our loan from the 
Cornerstone Fund.  And we’re more than halfway there!
